You will learn basic and advanced techniques for creating effective promotional and collateral pieces,
publications, packaging design, corporate identity and digital artwork through the use of state-of-the-art computer technology and the latest graphic
design software. In addition to learning page layout software, design theory and techniques, and preparing design work for print, you'll learn
advanced computer skills such as digital imaging, electronic illustration, and web design. The most current graphic and web design software is used
in the CGD program. This includes: the Adobe Creative Suite 4 (Photoshop, Illustrator, InDesign, Acrobat, Dreamweaver and Flash), QuarkXPress
8.0, and the latest web browsers (Internet Explorer, Safari, Firefox, and Opera).
